Small differences in fees and charges can have a big impact on your investment over
the long term.

Tara had $10,000 in the fund at the start of the year and did not make any further
contributions. At the end of the year, Tara received a return of $435 (that is 4.35% of her
initial $10,000). Tara also paid $27 in other charges. This gives Tara a total return after
fees and charges of $408 for the year.

Notes

1) Risk indicator: This risk indicator is not a guarantee of a fund'’s future
performance. Market index returns as well as the fund’s actual returns have been
used to fill in the risk indicator because the risk indicator is calculated using
returns data for the five-year period ending on 30 June 2020. Market index
returns have therefore been used for the period from 1 July 2015 to 22 July 2019
when the fund was not in existence or available for investors, and actual fund
returns have been used since then. As a result of those returns being used, the
risk indicator may provide a less reliable indicator of the potential future volatility
of the fund.

2) ‘Cash at Bank - NZD’: The fund uses foreign currency cash accounts which can
be both positive and negative balances. If all cash positions are netted, the
overall cash holding in NZD is 8.84% of the fund net assefts.
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
